Nomination and approval of sports commissioners:  Doug Link has been nominated for baseball, Bill Sanders has been nominated for soccer, Lisa Costello has been nominated for basketball, Ken Yienger has been nominated for softball and Tim Arnett has been nominated for tennis.  All have been approved.

The newly elected treasurer, JH has resigned from the position after realizing that there was someone much more qualified and suited for the position in Dianna DeWitt who is a professional CPA.  There is too much at stake for the organization and in the interests of what's best for EYO the board has accepted John's resignation and appointed , as per the bylaws, Dianna as Treasurer.

Scholarship program - President JM presented the application process and forms for scholarships.  The forms will go through the sports commissioners and school counselors so that the people who truly need them are given them.  The cost to the organization are the variable cost per sports such as uniforms.  There was much discussion as to how to allocate by sport and we will still discuss at next meeting.  At this time the President motions to put aside $2,000 for scholarships, the Secretary seconds and the motion is approved.  At the end of registration the sports commissioners will let the treasurer the scholarship count.
Basketball - Lisa Costello

League coordinators for basketball have been issued the checks for basketball referees and they will disperse as they see so the refs get paid.  Some coordinators are paying the refs directly and some are dispersing to the coaches.  Al payments are to be backed up by the actual played schedule.  There were 2 ejections from the 13/14 league.  At this time we are asked to review policy and procedure for basketball, baseball, and soccer.
Sports Policy Review - The basketball, baseball and soccer policies were presented.  They are very similair in the handling of discipline and conduct.  After review and discussion there was motion to approve the policies.  Motion approved.  Due to the approval of the policy the 2 ejections from the 13/14 basketball league will serve a 1 game suspension.
Budgets - After review and discussion of baseball, softball, and soccer budgets there was a motion to approve.  Motion passes.  The softball commissioner wants to make sure that softball is getting there fair cut of fundraising from pictures and EYO day at Camden Yards because he needs to find a way to reduce registration costs.  The softball commissioner also discussed a donation to the league that they played with in the fall where they did not charge him to use fields.  That should not be a problem since it was in his budget.
