Call to Order 

John Stokes introduces members of Howard County Department and Recreation.


Tim Arnett presents an overview of the proposed tennis plan to the members describing the proposed dates and the quick start plan.  Stokes asks for a motion to approve tennis, Tony Injeian motions, and Holly Kinkeade seconds.  A show of 12 hands approves the motion and tennis is now a sport to be offered.


Stokes asks for a motion to approve minutes from the November meeting, J. Merson motions, Ken Yienger seconds and the minutes are approved.


John introduces Gary Arthur.

2. County Presents RBP Lighting Proposal

Gary takes a moment to introduce the people who are here from his department to include Mike Milani, John Byrd, Paul Waski, and Raul Delerme as well as others.  Gary congratulates the organization on the tennis vote.  He talked about the coming of Troy Hill and its association with the Howard County tennis patrons to build and lease indoor and outdoor courts on the 16-acre parcel.  There are also plans for ball diamonds and multi-purpose fields there.  USTA will have their Mid Atlantic regional office at Troy Hill.


Refurbished Harwood Park, which is behind Loudon Lane.


County currently has 6 lighted turf fields.


There is a master plan for Rockburn Park.  100 acre plans that calls for more athletic fields and parking. 5-10 years away.


Lighting- Gary shows the proposed changes/additions to the lighting at Rockburn.  Musco Lighting representative is present to address any questions.  Current proposal is in 3 phases.

Phase 1 – lighting for fields 7/8, tennis courts, and basketball courts.

Phase 2 – the bowl

Phase 3 – fields 1,2 5,6

Phase is estimate is $800,000.

Musco lighting is a system that provides very direct light. 70% of the light is directed onto the field.  50feet off of the lights boundary will generate less light than a full moon.  The buffer on fields 7/8 is 356 feet with very mature trees in between.  Closest housing to the bowl is 632 feet.  Provide flexible programming through automation.  Plan is to begin phase 1 within the year.  A question was asked as to whether the tennis lighting would be manual and the Musco rep stated that the user could control them.  Bill Sanders stated that adding turf and lights to the bowl field could hurt us. Mike Milani stated that if you hold the permit the previous year you would get priority.  Bill stated that when field 5 went to turf we were not able to have the same permitted time.  Mike Milani stated that we were not playing under permits for field 5 prior to turf which is why we are not permitted there now with significant time. Fees for lighted fields will be $30/hour.


John Merson asked about dugouts.  There is money allocated by the County for dugouts but that fund is frozen at this time.  It could be from 2-8 years. John says that he is supportive of the plan for lights but it doesn’t really help EYO.  Our youth won’t play under the lights because it is cost prohibitive.  The dimensions are too small for men’s softball and John asks the county to consider taking the money for the lights on fields 7/8 and using that to build covered dugouts?  John also asked the Musco rep is a power source can be supplied on a post and was told that it is included and is in the report.  


Gary Arthur stated that any questions and/or comments can be emailed to him through RAP website.

3. President’s Report – John Stokes

John Stokes thanks the County and thanks all the people who have volunteered.  Introduces Jeff Lockard to talk about the Golf Outing.

Jeff encourages families to sponsor for $50 or to be a tee sign sponsor $100. Fee is $100 per golfer, and we sold out last year.  All proceeds go to the scholarship fund.  We are looking for major sponsors as well. 

John introduces Holly Kinkeade who is volunteering to run Orioles Day.  Holly says it’s like last year where the kids can dress in their uniforms and parade around the warning track prior to the game.  It was a huge event last year with hundreds of little league participating.  Tickets will sell for $13 per person.
